If you visited Mt. Bayou during Summer Camp you 
saw some selective burning had been done.  We’ve 
been told many times by Forester Professionals that 
the underbrush and ground clutter at camp are an 
accident waiting to happen.  

Plans have been underway for some time to do some 
controls burns with the assistance of the State 
Forestry Dept.  At issue are timing, money and not 
surprising, legal issues. 

Ranger Bobby reports that about 50 acres of the 
main camp have been burned with another 80 to 100 
acres remaining in that same area.  Additional control 
burns will take place later as money and time is 
made available. 

It appears that “Grant” money is available to help us 
pay for 75% of the burn cost, but this is in a rebate 
form and is dependent upon 100% ownership of the
